Twelve-Month Continuous Eligibility

A.
Act 128 of the First Extraordinary Session of the 1998 Louisiana Legislature authorized the department to adopt the guaranteed eligibility option for children, pursuant to §4731 of the Balanced Budget Act (BBA) of 1997. These provisions allow states to guarantee Medicaid eligibility for children, under age 19, for up to 12 months from the date of determination.
B.
Children who are under age 19 and certified in a child-related or family-related category of assistance are entitled to 12 months of continuous Medicaid eligibility as long as eligibility does not extend beyond the child's nineteenth birthday.

C.
Twelve months of continuous eligibility is not available to children who are:

1.
eligible for an SSI-related category of assistance;

2.
eligible for the Medically Needy Program; or

3.
certified under fraudulent or misleading circumstances.
