Stephen Frank “Steve” Carter, a former distinguished member of the
Louisiana Legislature, died at the age of 77 on Tuesday, January 26, 2021,

he is survived by his wife of 44 years, Gloria Solomon Carter; their two
children, Amelia and Stephen; and several grandchildren;

he served his nation honorably in the United States Air Force from 1967 to
1971, attaining the rank of Captain;

after his military service, he joined the Athletic Department of Louisiana
State University as head tennis coach, leading the Tigers to an SEC
championship and twice earning the honor of being named SEC Coach of
the Year; in 1979 he gave further to his community when he founded and
led the Pelican Tennis Camp, which provided over 10,000 youth from
throughout the South the opportunity to develop their athletic and leadership
skills;

he served his state and his home of East Baton Rouge Parish in the
Louisiana Legislature for twelve years, first elected to the House of
Representatives in 2007, and serving for three terms until 2020; and

Steve Carter lived his life with integrity and honor, and his public service
as a lawmaker to the State of Louisiana will long be remembered.
